Wrestling room at Massapequa High named for USA
Wrestling leader Al Bevilacqua

MASSAPEGQUA, N.Y. - Prior to the championship finals of the 48th annual Massapequa High School Wrestling
Toumament on December 28, it was announced that the wrestling room at Massapequa High School would be
named in honor of longtime USA Wresting leader Al Bevilacqua

The Friends of Massapequa YWresting, Inc., a notfor-profit corporation dedicated io fostering the sport of wrestling in
Massapequa, announced the Massapequa School District’s decision to honor Coach Bevillacqua in front of a packed
gymnasium fior this event, traditionally one of the strongest holiday tournaments on Long ksland.

Bevilacqua addressed the audience at the competibion during the ceremony, and was greeted with applause from a
community which appreciated his leadership and service.

Bevilacqua senved as an educator with the Massapequa Public Schools from 1981 to 1884, He began coaching
wrestling at Massapequa as an assistant and later assumed the Head Coaching position in 1983. Bevilacqua
contnued as the Head Coach until 1877 when assistant Gary Mims took over the program. As ime permitted him
ower the years, he continued as a wohmnteer assistant to his close fiend Mims. Bevilacgua's dedication, commitment
and confribuion to the Massapequa commumnity and its young men and women has spanned more than 50 years.

The Friends of Massapequa Wresting have pledged to pay for renovalion of the wresiing room. In addition to
honoring Coach Al Bevilacqua, the renovated wrestling room walls will tel the history of wresiing in Massapequa.
The names of State and County champions and place winners, as well as the winners of other individual honors from
both Massapequa High School and Bemer High School®, along with tearn honors, will be on the walls abowe the
malts.

* In 1867 Bemer High Schoaol became Bemner Jr. High School and all High School students in the school district
attended Massapequa High School.

In arder to achieve this goal. the Friends of Massapequa Wrestling is reaching out to all Massapequa and Bemer
alumni whose lives were touched by Coach Bevilacgua or the wrestling program and to anybody else who would ke
to help.

In his Ifefime of sensce to wrestling. Beviacqua has been a leader in the sport on the national and intemational
levels, in addition to his efforts in his local and state community.

Bevilacqua was named 2005 USA Wrestling Man of the Year for his efforts on behalf of the national goveming body
of wrestling.

Last month, the National Wrestling Hall of Fame announced that Bevilacgua will be receive its Order of Merit award
during the Hall of Fame Honors Weekend in June 2012. He will be inducted alongside his son Chris Bevilacqua, who
is being honored as an Ouistanding Amencan Award winner.

Bevilacqua has served in almost every possible role within wrestiing, including as a coach. an administrator and a
visionary.

He is cumently leading the Beat the Streets LISA program, helping develop wresting opporiunities in wrban areas
across the nation. He was a founder and leader of the successful Beat the Streets New York program which has
transformed the sport in one of the word's leading cities.

At one point in his career, Bevillacqua served as a staff member for USA Wrestling, when its headguarters were in
Stillwater, Olda. He has coached fior UISA Wiresiing on the miemational lewel on many occasions. He also served as
awresiling coach for Hofsira University.

Metcalf to face Garcia in international freestyle bout at Iowa
vs. Oklahoma State dual in Iowa City, Jan. 7

A special Olympic-caliber exhibition mabch will be held during the intermission of the No. 1 lowa vs. No. 2 Oklahoma
State college dual at Carver-Hawkeye Arena in lowa City, lowa, this Saturday.

In the Cilympic Trials promotion bout, former Hawkeye star Brent Metcalf (lowa City, lowaNew York AC/Hawkeye
WC), a 2010 LS. World Team member, will face Canadian star Haislan Gancia at 68 kg'145 Ibs. Both stars are
contenders to win an Olympic medal in London.

Current college rankings have the Hawkeyes ranked at Mo. 1 and the Cowboys ranked at No. 2 in the naion. A
capacity crowd is expected to attend this very important college dual meet, which begins at 7 p.m.

Metcalf, a two-ime NCAA champion and Hodge Trophy winner for the Hawkeyes confinues to train in lowa in his
quest for Olympic gold. He most recently won the Olympic Test Event in London, England. facing a number of top
international competitors in the tourmament.

Garcia placed a strong fifth at the 2010 Weordd Championships. and represented Canada at the 2008 Olympic Games.
He is a two-time Pan American Championships siver medalist and two-time Pan American bronze medalist. Garcia
has won gold medals at the Dave Schultz Memorial Intemational two times. He recently won the Canadian Olympic
Trials at his weight.

Fans can expect a wery compelitive match, with two highly skiled athletes looking to gain an edge over a worthy
opponent. Both the United States and Canada hawe not yet qualified this weight dass in the Olympics, so this
exhibiion battle will have some addiional meaning moving forwand.

Preview: No. 1 Iowa vs. No. 2 Oklahoma State

When the Oklahoma State Cowboys step on the mat nside Carver-Hawkeye Arena on Saturday night to take on the
top-ranked lowa Hawkeyes, history will stand in the balance.

Ifs Mo. 1 ws. No. 2. but a little bit more is on the ne.

For lowa, which will likely extend its unbeaten streak to 84 matches with a Friday wictory over Indiana, if's a chance at
siefting a benchmark of dominance. The last time blowa suffered a loss was against Oklahoma State, neardy 1,100
days ago.

lowa's coming off a sound Midlands performance as the program won its 22nd championship. Oklahoma State is
fresh off wins ower Wyoming and Boise State after starting the Winter Break with an expecied championship at the
Reno Tournament of Champions.

lowa head coach Tom Brands wasn't entirely pleased with the Hawkeyes 1-4 record in the finals at the Midlands.

“When you don’t win with exclamation points, it shows vulnerability.” Brands told Andy Hamilton of the Des Moines.
Register on December 30. "Then it shows up in the next rownd or it could show up any time be cawse you're leaving
things to chance.”

Don't expect a repeat of last year's anticimactic 15-15 tie. The NCAA rules were tweaked in the offseason to send all
matches, whether it be in an advancement toumament or not. to be decided by critena should they end in a Be.

Oklahoma State would have stopped the streak last year via the third criteria, total match points (47-42) if the curment
nules were in place.

Weight-By-Weight Breakdown

125 pounds

Matt McDonough of lowa topped Jon Momison 7-3 last season and with the way McDonough has perfomed since his
shocking loss to Binois’ Jesse Delgado, there's no reason why he can't at least eye the major decision. McDonough's
won seven in a row and over half of his maiches hawe ended with him picking up a fall. Momison s 11-2 and has
reeled off sesen wins in a row. Despite the rankings. McDonough will be a heavy favorite.

133 pounds

The hype surmounding a Jordan Oliver-Tony Ramos matchup might have waned in the wake of Ramos’ Midlands loss
to Virgnia Tech's Dewvin Carter, but the matchup is 58l most infriguing to many who don't follow lowa or Oklahoma
State. Save his unofficial win over B.J. Futredl at the All-Star Classic, no one's been more dominant than Oliver this
season. He's stepped on the mat 10 times and registered 10 falls. Ramos is 15-1 this season with 11 bonus viciories.
Last wear, lowa elected to send out Tyler Clark against Oliver and the matchup paid off, as Ofiver was unable o
register bonus points. Ramos has a dominant wiciory over Futrell, where Oliver struggled, despite it being the first
time Oliver was down to weight. Oliver's the favorite, but it's unlikely his pin streak will continue against a wrester as
solid as Ramos.

141 pounds

lowa's Monbell Manon might have been upset in the finals of the Midlands by Oklahoma's Kendric Maple, but the Des
Mpines native was shuggish throughout the championship. But Marion's probably got a little wiggle room in case he's
not fully 100 percent because Oklahoma State's Josh Kindig comes in 8-3 but hasn't beaten a top-ranked opponent
all season (with apologies to Josh Sirait and Mate Pennesi). Despite the Midlands loss, Marion has to remain the
faworite. Bonus might be off the table. but a Marion victory won't be.

148 pounds

Al-American Jamal Parks hasn't drawm many fans with his seemingly picky wresting style, but this season has been
different. Paries comes in 15-0 with nine of his matches coming wia bonus. His top win has been a Reno finals wictory
ower A Foree's Caole VonOhlen. lowa will ntroduce Mike Helly into the dual-meet lineup for the first time after he
made the weight at the Midlands and competed at 140 for the first ime. Kelly made the most of his fime in the weight,
wrestling seven matches and picking up a forfeit along the way. Kelly wrestied eventual Midlands champ Jake
Patacsil close, but struggled against Edinboro freshman David Habat. It's tough to predict Parks scoring bonus points
against anyone in Division |, but he's done it three times this year. Don't think it will happen in CHA. Parks is a heavy
fawonte, but along the lines of a 7-2, 7-3 type of win.

157 pounds

Without Derek 5t. John in the lineup, lowa has to fill the hole with Nick Moore, a highly-iouted recruit out of lowa City
West still looking to make an impact in the Hawkeye program. This could be his opportunity. Moore will take on
Dklahoma State's Albert White, a wrestler st as highly-touted as Moore coming out of high school White finshed a
disappointing fifth at Reno, while Moore was seventh at Midlands with a pair of guality wins over Edinboro redshirt
John Greisheimer and Prnceton’s Daniel Kolodzik. Experience favors White, but the home emnvironment could be the
difference maker here. Moore will be called upon to deliver the upset. which could help continue their inbeaten
sireak.

A second Olympic-caliber freestyle wrestling exhibition match has been added to the program during the No. 1 lowa
vs. No. 2 Oklahoma State college dual at Carver-Hawkeye Arena in lowa City, lowa, this Saturday, January 7 at 7:00
p.m. Central.

The first Olympic Trials promotion bout held during the imtermission of the dual meet will pit former Hawkeye star
Brent Metcalf (lowa City, lowa/New York AC/Hawkeye WC), a 2010 U.S. World Team member, against Canadian
star Haislan Garcia at 66 kg/145 lbs. This was announced earfier this week.

It was announced today that in the second freestyle match during intermission, 2008 U.S. Olympian Steve Mocco
(Bethiehem, Pa./New York AC/Lehigh Valley AC) will compete aganst Nick Matuhin of Germany at 120 kg/264.5

Mocco holds a special place in college history, having won a NCAA title for both of the teams competing in Saturday
night's big dual. He was a 2003 NCAA champion for lowa, then won the 2005 NCAA Championships for Oklahoma
State.

Mocco placed seventh in the 2008 Olympic Games. He was a 2002 U.S. Open champion, and has been a sx-time
U_S. Open runner-up. Mocco also has been a five-time U.S. World Team Trials runner-up. He is one of the few U.S.
wrestiers to win the lvan Yarynin Memorial in Russia, with his titie in 2008. Mocco also boasts a 2008 Pan Amencan
Championships title.

The former lowa State
wrestler picked up two falls on the weekend, incleding a fall over top-ranked Leviticus Roberson of Midland.

Great Falls jurnped out o a 7-3 lead after the first three weights with victories by Danny Luttrell at 125 and MALA
champion Anthony Vamell at 141, but the next sewen weights all went to Vikings.

Brad Lower (185) and Derek Nighister (197) provided statement victories, as each pinned their opponents the help
Grand View, which finished seventh Last year, pull away.

In Division [, top-ranked Wartburg trounced nval Augsburg 28-6. The Knights bult a 18-0 with victonies at the first
fiwe weights.

In Division I, 5t Clowd State won its first Mational Duals crown, bealing top-seeded Newbemry 23-12-

Head coach Steve Costanzo has steadily rebuilt 5t. Cloud into a power within the Division and the win over Mewbermy
puts the Huskies in a confident position heading inte the stretch run of the season.

Bob Siddens

WATERLOO. lowa—The Mational Wrestling Hall of Fame Dan Gable Musewmn will recognize the accomplishments of
Bob Siddens with a new awand.

The Bob Siddens lowa High School Coaching Excallence Award will recognize a curment lowa high school wresting
coach who exemplifies the high standards that Bob Siddens set during his coaching career at Waterloo West.

The naugural award will be given at the 2012 Glen Brand Wrestling Hall of Fame inductions on April 14, 2012.
Siddens will be the first recipient of the award.

Siddens is arguably the greatest high school wresiling coach in American history. His 27 year coaching career (1850-
1877) inchuded 11 team state championships. a 327-26-3 dual meet record, and a streak of BB consecutive dual meat
wins. Siddens also coached nine individual MCAA champions and one Olympic champion.

“When Bob Siddens was the coach he had over 100 guys out for wrestiing,” said Dan Gable, namesake of the
museum and a wrestler under Siddens at West Waterloo. “In fact, the whole school wanted to come out when he was
there.”

Siddens will be honored alongside the Glen Brand Wrestling Hall of Fame of lowa Class of 2012. This year's dass
includes Hugo Ctopalik, Diale Bahr, Kelly Ward, Ken Snyder, and the 1850 NCAA championship team from lowa
State Teachers College (now Morthem lowa). Denna Massey willl receive the Russ Smith Commumity Impact Award.

Move up to 197 has Edinboro's Honeycutt primed for run at
NCAA title

Edinboro™s Chris Honeyrutt stormed into the 2011 NCAA Championships in Philadelphia with a
No. 1 seed and an unbeaten record.

Honeyeutt rolled to a pair of first-round wins on the first day of the toumament, but then he ran
info Big Ten champion Quentin Wright of Penn State in the quarterfinal round the next moming.

The ninth-seeded Wnight downed Honeyeutt 7-3 en route to winming the 124-pound national
title.

“I was devastated ” Honeyeutt said. “T was very disappointed. That loss really hurt, but I knew I
had to quickly regroup and become an All-Amencan ™

Honeycutt did regroup and became an All-American for the first time. He finished fifth.

It was the final time he would wrestle 184. Struggling to make 184 as a jumior, the burly
Honeyeutt decided to bump up to 197 for his senior season. The move has paid off in a big way.

Cliff Keen WC’s Jimmy Kennedy making big gains in
freestyle

When Jimmy Kennedy stepped onto his mat for his first match at last month's Olympic Trals
Freestyle Qualifier, he expected to win. He was unfamiliar with his opponent, Martin Berberyan,
and after failing to place at the NYAC Holiday Open two weeks earlier, he wanted to start his
next competition on a strong note.

He didn't find out until after the match that Berberyan wasn't just any unseeded first-round
opponent. He was a three-time Olympian for Armenia and a world bronze medalist who had just
eamed his U.S. cifizen the week before.

After dropping the first period, Kennedy won the second and carmied a two-point lead m the third
before Berberyan used a takedown and a gutwrench to steal the mateh in the final 20 seconds.

"I was devastated,” said Kennedy. "I didn’t know who [ had lost to. When [ went out there and
gave up the first peried, 1t was kind of a shock to me. Then I had the match sealed in the third
peniod and blew it. I just thought I was wrestling bad. [ hadn't wrestled very well in New York,
30 losing my first match at the qualifier was kind of a heartbreaker. But Sean [Bormet] talked me
back inte it, got my head back on my shoulders and told me the things I needed to hear. From
there_ it was just wrestling like I've been traming. Onece I started domg that I started winming ™

Eennedy claimed his next four matches in the consclation bracket, without losing a period and
giving up just six total points, to take third place and secure the event's final quahfying spot at 60
kg/132 pounds.

The qualifier capped a busy year in Kennedy's wrestling life. He finished his career at the
University of Illinois in March with his third All-Amencan citation — a fifth-place fimsh at 141
pounds — and a 119-24 collegiate record. After consulting with his coaches, he decided to
continue wrestling freestyle, and in August, he followed former Illini teammate Mike Poeta to
Ann Arbor to join the revamped CLff Keen Wrestling Club.

When Michigan head coach Joe McFarland added Bommet and Donny Pritzlaff to his coaching

staff this summer, one of the immediate goals was to grow the Wolvenines senior-level program.
The CLiff Keen Wrestling Club had been founded in 1987, with the blessing of the Hall of Fame
coach. and over the years since, it supported several wrestlers in pursmt of Olympic aspirations.

But as other universities saw their senior-level programs grow in recent years, Michigan's
numbers had dwindled Some wrestlers retired others relocated, and last season, only Josh
Churella tramed out of Ann Arbor. All that changed with the hirmg of Bormet and Pritzlaff
when, almost overmight, the club grew sixfold with the addition of Kennedy, Poeta, Andrew
Howe, Jake Herbert and Tyrel Todd

Eennedy had worked with Bormet, a three-time winner of the Terry McCann Award as the USA
Wrestling Freestyle Coach of the Year, at the Overtime School of Wrestling from the time he
was middle school. While he admittedly never put heavy emphasis on freestyle, he did spend
several summers around Bormet, either traiming at the Overhme facility or wrestling for him on

"Sean and I got to know each other about the time I was going into high school and when
Orvertime was first coming about." said KEennedy. “T wrestled under him at all junior dual team

“Sometimes you get stagnant in your training and it’s good to change it up and get a fresh
perspective and see other kids and how they train. To be able to work with a different partner and
to be able to have access to these coaches is great, too,” Simpson said.

With the Olympic Trials less than four months away, Steiner and his fellow coaches aim to
prepare the 1S, athletes as best they can.

“The gys come here to get a chance to wrestle different parmers and train hard We’re here just
to help them train and get them prepared. They have the Olympic Trials in sight and we want to
do well prepanng them so they look good going into the Tnals and are fully prepared,” Steiner

said.

2011 U5, World team member MNick Simmons (Corvallis, Ore./Sunkist Kids) trains full time in
Corvallis and is focused on preparation for the Olympic Trials. Sinmons finished fifth at the
2011 World Championships in Turkey, qualifyng the U.S. at his weight class. His next
challenge iz making the 17.5. Olympic team for London.

“I lock at the Trials as any other towrnament ™ Simmons said. “With this being an Olympic year,
everything 1s bigger.

He is now just three wins
shy of 100 for his career.

VonOhlen led the Falcons with a 4-0 record at the Lone Star Duals last Saturday, registening a
fall, a techmical fall and a pair of decisions. Among his wins was an 11-5 decision over Harvard's
previously undefeated Corey Jantzen.

“That was a pretty big win for me,” VonOhlen said. “He pinned me at the Midlands in 2008, the
year I was at the Academy Prep School. He is tough on his feet and he is a real good wrestler.™

VonOhlen moved up to 149 after wrestling at 141 the previous two seasons. He went (-2 at the
2010 NCAA Championships. He dropped a close 11-8 decision to eventual mmner-up Montell
Marnon of Towa in the first round before falling in his next bout.

He entered the 2011 NCAA Championships in Philadelphia as the No. 9 seed at 141.

The move up to 149 has worked out well for VonOhlen, a two-time state champion from
Jackson, Minn.

Ohio State wins seven bouts to defeat Iowa, 21-9
Buckeyes win five consecutive matches en route to first win over Iowa since 1966

COLUMBUS, Ohio — Behind seven wins, the No. 7 Ohio State wrestling team downed No_ 2
Towa, 21-9, Friday mght m front of 5,684 fans in 5t. John Arena. The Buckeyes (9-2; 3-2 Big
Ten) handed the Hawkeyes their first conference loss of the season.

“It’s great,” Tom Fyan, head coach, said. “These guys put so much time into what they do. They
have six o’clock momings, they have eight hours of sleep and studying. They have so many
things going on in their lives, this was great. It was about time we beat them ™

The last Buckeye victory against the Hawkeyes came Feb_ 12, 1966, 46 seasons ago.

“When I left my previous position, we came here for this,” Eyan said “This one is called the
sleeping giant. [ know the guys on the other side of the mat. Those men were teammates. I know
how they react when they get punched in the nose, they do not fall down, they punch back. The
nice thing is the battle 15 on. Ohio State 15 officially m a fist fight T am very proud of this group
of guys.”

Down 3-0 early following the openmg match at 123 pounds, the Buckeyes won five consecutive
matches to take a 15-3 lead entering the 174-pound bout. Included in the stnng of wins was a 7-0
shutout by Buckeye redshirt freshman [ogan Stieber over No. 2 Tony Fameos at 133 pounds.
Stieber, ranked fourth in the nation scored a 3-point nearfall, takedown and escape, in addition
to compiling 1:37 of nding time, in his 19th victory of the season.

Freshman 141-pounder Hunter Stieber posted an impressive 4-2 decision over No. 3 Montell
Marnion to follow up his older brother’s performance. Up 4-1 after two periods, H. Stieber, No. 7
n the country, allowed Marion, a two-time semior All-Amenican, only two escapes for the match.

At 149 pounds, freshman and Neo. 16 Cam Tessan contimued the winning trend when he
decisioned Mike Eelly, 9-4. The score was tied, 4-4, after the second peniod, but after Tessan
scored an escape to open the third, he went on to record a takedown and a 2-point nearfall.

A trio of takedowns and an escape helped redshirt freshman Josh Demas beat Derek 5t. Johm at
157 pounds. Demas, a Columbus, Ohio, native sumrendered a takedown and escape to 5t. John in
his 7-3 victory.

The Buckeyes entered the 13-minute infermission with the momentum and freshman Derek
Garcia mantained Ohio State’s edge with his dramatic 6-5 win over No. 6 Mike Evans at 165
pounds. Garcia entered the final period with a 6-4 lead and despite Evans’ escape just one second
into the third period. Garcia was able to hold on for the win.

With redshirt junior C.J. Magrum unable to wrestle at 184 pounds, sophomore Joe Grandomimico
recerved the start at 174 pounds, while redshirt sophomore Nick Heflin started at 184 pounds. In
his first dual match of the season, Grandominico suffered a 7-1 setback, but fought hard in not
giving up the major decision to No. 9 Ethen Lofthouse. After a scoreless first peniod, Heflin No.
8 in the nation. and Vinnie Wagner traded scorng in the second and third periods, but the
Buckeye from Massillon, Ohio, scored his final takedown with 30 seconds remaining fo seal the
victory.

STATE COLLEGE — On one of the saddest days in the history of Penn State University, the
Nittany Lion wrestling team gave the community a brief reason to celebrate.

Mere hours after legendary former football coach Joe Paterno passed away, casting a pall over
the community, the Nittany Lions put the Happy back in Happy Valley, at least for a couple of
hours.

No. 3 Penn State (-1, 4-1 Big Ten) battled back from a 12-0 deficit to reel off wins in the final
seven bouts to hand MNo. 2 Iowa (9-3, 4-2) a 22-13 loss in front of sell-out crowd of 6,796 fans in
Feec Hall.

Before the match started, an image of a smuling Paterno, amms crossed, and the words Joseph
Vincent Paterno 1926-2012, appeared on scoreboards at either end of the arena.

A moment of silence was followed by a 30-second standing ovation in honor of the man known
as JoePa.

“These guys certainly wanted to win. We were a litfle hestant throughout the match but 1t's a
big match for us and our program, I guess, and that’s understandable,” Penn State coach Cael
Sanderson said. “But it gives us something we can build on and go from there.™

Towa figured to be spoiling for a fight after being domimated by Ohio State, 21-9, Fnday night in
Columbus. However, that fight didn’t come.

“This is a sport where you really don’t need something to spur ya’. You should be able to get up

every time. That's the mark of being the best. We try to be the best every time. Sometimes the
falls are pretty hard,” Iowa coach Tom Brands said.

“But, if there 15 something you stumble on, you've got to be tougher coming back. I'm not sure
we were. We lost seven straight matches in that dual meet. There's got to be some type of
change of emotion or energy or something from an individual point of view when it’s going
agamst you as a team ™

As Brands alluded to, the Hawkeyes jumped out to a 12-0 lead after three bouts.

No. 2 Matt McDonough held off No_ 8 Nico Megaludis with a takedown in the sudden victory
peniod for a 3-1 win.

Sanderson was pleased with his true freshman’s performance.

“I think Nico did a great job. He hustled and battled in a lot of tough sifuations. He's got abig
heart. To do what he did, go out there and give himself a chance to win in a big match, a big dual
against a national champion, you've got to take some positives out of that ™ he said.

No. 2 Tony Famos expanded the lead to 9-0 when he pinned Frank Martellott in 4:21.

And at 141, No. 3 Montell Manon eamed a 7-3 decision over Bryan Pearsall.

Chas Betts feeling a renewed sense of confidence

Sometimes all you nead is a change of scenery, a fresh perspective and things start to click. TS,
Olympic Training Center (USOTC) resident-athlete Chas Betts knows firsthand just how
beneficial stepping away from the everyday norm can improve one’s abilities.

At the end of last summer, Betts, a 2009 U.S. World Team Member at 84 kg/185 Ibs., took six
weeks to travel to Europe to train and compete.

“A lot of that time I spent by myself and I just immersed myself in the culture ™ Betts said “T
was in Turkey for about a month with their mumber one team, just trying to see things from their
perspective and see what they are doing to get ready for a big tournament like the World
Championships.™

Upon his return, Betts felt a sense of growth and improvement that he believed had been
missing. That was evident as Betts went on to win the 1.5, Open in December, in Arlington,

Texas.

“Since I got back, I feel like I"ve been steadily improving. Ever since I got to see how they live
and how they act, I think that was really beneficial and kind of like a tuming point for me,™ Betts
added.

Prior to winnming the U.5. Open, the Northern Michigan University graduate had seen his share of
struggles. After returning to Colorado Springs, Celo., from a tournament overseas, Betts finally
opted for dual hemia surgery and to deal with tom tendons in his leg in March of 2011.
Fetuming quickly from his surgenies, Betts shll managed to finish third at the U.S. World Team
Tnals m Oklahoma City, Okla., in June.

“T got back on the mat right before the (World) Trals and I probably shouldn®t have,” said Betts
of his quick return_ “T think (Assistant National Coach) Momir Petkovic didn’t want me to. He
mentioned it a couple times. But I can’t really justify being out here and doing this if I'm not
going to be going to the biggest toumament of the year, so I did it anyway.”

“Chas 15 the type of guy that brings everything that he’s got during every moment in the room.”™
said Petkovic. “He knows exactly how you have to approach this joumey, giving a hnmdred
percent of himself and just hoping that pretty soon 1t’s going to happen fior him ™

After graduating in 2009, Betts left the United States Olympic Education Center at Northemn
Michigan and moved to the USOTC to tramn with Petkovic and the coaches there.

“The move had a lot to do with Momir being the coach out here. I had started to bond with him a
Little in 2008-2009, the year I made the World Team ™ Betts said. “T spent the whole summer out
here and just got to know him and his philesophy. I agreed with most of it and thought 1t would
be my best chodee ™

This weekend, Betts and his fellow Team USA Greco-Foman wrestlers will compete in the Kiki
Cup, held at the USOTC agamst teams from Italy, Spain_ India and a mixed international team
made up of India, Gresce, Slovenia and other nations.

The international competition is a goeod opportunity for Team USA to see where they are against
the infernational teams and it allows them a chance to practice with a different partner in the
weeks leading up to the tournament.



USA Wrestling’s Making A Difference tournaments helping
college wrestling programs at all levels

Launched in 2011, USA Wrestling's Making A Difference tournaments have truly lived up to
their name. Since the initiative kicked off, six different collegiate wrestling divisions have
directly benefitted from the youth-level tounaments.

“The biggest impact of the Making a Difference towrnaments has been giving athletes a great
wrestling experience along with helping college programs raise money to support their day to
day operations,” said Derek Sikora, a former Division I head coach at UW-Eau Claire and the
current Coordinator of State Services for USA Wrestling. “The athletes also get to experience
what TTSA Wrestling has to offer them ™

In all, there have been 10 major Making A Difference tournaments across the nation — four pilot
tournaments last year and six this year. The six tournaments during the 2011-12 USA Wrestling
membership year have attracted 2,027 wrestlers and over $37,000 raised.

Oregon State hosted the largest event so far, drawing 939 wrestlers and raising over $19,000 for
college wrestling within the state of Oregon.

“{Oregon State) hosted a Making a Difference tournament last year also, so they put a lot of
effort into doing things right and what was best for the athletes,” said Sikora. “Last year every
wrestler had a great experience and wanted to come back this year to be part of the tounament.
The event took place inside a college facility, so the young athletes got to see where their heroes
are competing. ™

One of the early successes was in Maryland as the club program at the University of Maryland-
Baltimore County used over $7,500 in revenue to contimue the club’s effort to start a varsity
Division I wrestling program. Currently, the Retriever wrestling program competes in the
National Collegiate Wrestling Association (NCWA), a collective of wrestling clubs, non-varsity
wrestling programs and small college varsity teams.

Three-time NCAA Division I All-American Chris Fleeger recently took the reigns at Darton

College, a junior college program in Georgia. A USA Wrestling Making A Difference
tournament held in Georgia raised over $2,000 for the NJCAA wrestling team.

Divizion I Boise State benefitted from the Bronco Nationals, where over 330 wrestlers showed
up to “Put College Wrestling on the Mat,” raising over $3.000 in one day. The slogan “T Put
College Wrestling on the Mat™ is emblazoned on t-shirts given to each competitor.

“I believe that it is important becanse the kids know that they are helping support college
wrestling and someday they can hopefully be in the position to have someone help support their
program.” said Sikora.

Other tournaments have also benefitted multiple programs. A Making A Difference Tounament
in Wisconsin benefitted Division III programs Lakeland and U'W-Oshkosh, while an event held
i Grand Island, Neb., helped four programs — Division I Nebraska-Keamey and Chadron State,
WNAILA Midland and Wayne State’s club program.

“We know that most of these types of programs do not receive a lot of fimding and have to do
fimd raisers to be able to compete for their colleges.” explamed Sikora. “T think that it is a great

“It"s great to see this program gain some
recogmition and some respect. It's rewarding to see all our hard work pay off and see so many
guys on our team having sucoess. We've been packing the gym for a lot of our dual meets and
people on our campus are excited about the wrestling program ™

LeBlanc has generated much of the excitement dunng a superb career. He has placed fifth fourth
and sixth during three NCAA toumament appearances as Wyoming coach Mark Branch has
quickly built a strong program.

“Joe's been a program-changer,” Branch said. “Tt would be hard to be where we are at without
him. He made an immediate impact as a freshman and everybody instantly believed we could be
successful. It was a big statement that it can be done here in Laramie. He’s obviously been very
Instrumental in our suceess.™

LeBlanc, from Meeker, Colo., is 20-1 this season and ranked No. 1 nationally at 184 pounds. He
has scored bomus points n 16 of his 20 victonies.

“I feel like I am wrestling as good as [ have my whole career,” LeBlanc said. “Everything is
coming together. My training has been great and I have a great attitude. I am where I need to be
right now_ I have the confidence to wrestle the best guys.™

The Cowboys notched an 18-17 win over Big 12 power Oklahoma earlier this season.

“I am trymmg to be a leader in the way I tramn and by trying to help the young guys on our team ™
LeBlane said. “T give them advice and give them encouragement. It's a long season, and [ try to
keep them motivated and keep them positive.”

LeBlane is in a tough 184 class that mcludes retorming national champion Quentin Wright of
Penn State and returning NCA A runner-up Robert Hamlin of Lehigh He hasn't faced either
wrestler this seazon, but he does own wins this season over No. 3 Steve Bosak of Comell, No. 7
Josh Ihnen of Nebraska, No. 9 Jake Swartz of Boise State and No. 12 Austin Trotman of
Appalachian State.

Olympic champion Rulon Gardner goes 4-0 in return to mat
at Kiki Cup

COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo. — Rulon Gardner still has a long way to go.

But his return to the mat on Saturday was a positive step in his comeback to Greco-Roman
wrestling.

Gardner won all four matches, while competing in the heavyweight division, at the Kiki Cup
dual-meet event on Saturday at the U.S. Olympic Traming Center.

Gardner. 40, a 2000 Olympic gold medalist. competed for the first time since he won his bronze-
medal match at the 2004 Olympic Games in Athens, Greece.

“It was a good leaming experience.” Gardner said. “Tt was a good day and I didn’t get scored on.
My movement was good. I felt strong, powerful and quick, but still a Little big.

“It was a blast. It’s fum to be around the guys again and great to be wrestling again ™

Gardner decided to returm to wrestling after dropping nearly 200 pounds on NBC’s “Biggest
Loser” television show last year. He returned to training shortly after leaving the show last year
and has spent considerable time training in Colorado Springs.

He outscored his four Kiki Cup opponents — two from India, one from Spain and one from Italy
— by a combined 25-0 score on Saturday.

Gardner, a 2001 World champion, enjoyed a noticeable size advantage in wrestling in the 120
kg/264.5 Ibs. division. There was no weigh-in for the Kiki Cup and Gardner estimates he 1s still
about 30 pounds away from making that class.

“T'm still big, and I need to bring my weight down,” Gardner said. “This is exciting, being the
Olympic year. We have high expectations and we expect to be victorious.”

Gardner said he hopes the Kiki Cup provides a springboard for him as he continues preparations
for the U.S. Olympic Team Trals in Apnl.

“The Kiki Cup was an amazing experience for me.” he said. “Tt was a great opportunity to get
some matches in and get a feel for wrestling again. I had a chance to work on some things and

hopefully it will help me as I try to get back on the Olympic Team agam ”

Gardner's past nival, World champion Dremiel Byers, looked dominant in winning all four of his
bouts at 120 kilos on Saturday.

Past World bronze medalist Justin Ruiz also went 4-0 on Saturday at 96 kg/211.5 Ibs.
