Pat Miletich achieves historic first at Dan Gable Museum

WATERLDO, lowa—The Mational Wrestling Hall of Fame Dan Gable Musswm will honor its first Mixed Martial Artist.
Pat Miletich, a former wrester from Bettendorf. lowa, will receive the inaugural George Tragos Awand on Saturday,
July 23.

The award is given to an excepbonally competitve wrestler who adapted his wrestling skills and competitive nature to
excel in Mixed Martial Arts. Milelich receives the award based on his wrestling background, his successful tenure as.
a Mixed Martial Ariist, and for his skills as a trainer.

“Pat Milefich is the perfect person to receive this inaugural award because of his diverse accomplishments,” said Kyle
Klingman, director of the MaBonal Wresifing Hall of Fame Dan Gable Museumn. "Pat's name was at the top of
everyone's list to receive this award because he embodies wrestling through mixed martial arts and, most
importantly, through training others to be successiul "

Miletich will be honored at the George Tragos/Lou Thesz Professional Wesiing Hall of Fame induction weekend on
July 22-23.

George Tragos, namesake of the award and the hall of fame. was one of the most feared submission wrestiers during
the 1820s and 1930s. He wrestled and threw discus for the Greek Olyrmpic team in 1824, Tragos was also an AAL
freestyle champion in 1919 at 158 pounds for the Gary, Indiana, YMCA. He worked to revitalize the University of
Missouri wrestling program in 1944 as well

Dan Gable, namesake of the museum, will present Mileich his award. The presentation will take place at a banquet
scheduled fior 8 p.m. on Saturday, July 23 at the Frve Sullivan Brothers in Waterioo, lowa.

Gable, named by Sports Blustrated as lowa's top sports figure. won the 1872 Olymipics without surmendering a point.
As the head wrestiing coach at the University of lowa from 1877 through 1997, Gable led his team to 15 NCAA team
tiles and 21 Big Ten Gtes.

“ give him a lot of credit for the development of Mixed Martial Arts,” said Gable. “He is one of the guys who had the
foresight to believe that Mxed Martial Arts could be a thriving enfity. When | think of Mxed Martial Arts, | think of Pat
Miletich. He was a wrestier from lowa who continues to push and believe in wrestling.”

Milefich is one of the most successiul Mixed Martial Artists and trainers in the world. He is the founder of Miletich
Fighting Systems based out of Bettendorf, lowa.

As a competitor Mileich compded a 28-7-2 Mixed Martial Arts record from 1885 through 2008, becoming the first
Ulimate Fighting Championship welterweight champion at UFC 18 in 1828, He is also a color commentator for
Strikeforce, which airs on CBS/Showtime. Mietich began wrestling at the age of five and wresiied for Bettendorf High
Schoal.

With an influx of home
growm Jersey falent recruited to Rubgers, Goodale's program has blossomed, as evidenced by a school-record crowd
of 5,011 that witnessed two top-10 teams, the Scarlet Knights and Lehigh, square off at the RAC |ast Febnuary.

Open champion Enn Clodgo are considening the
dinop from 67 kg. They would be immesdiate challengers if they decide to get down to 63 k. Both would be wery big at
thie division, and would offer a new challenge fo those who have been competing at this division.

Lindsey was a resident at the U5, Olympic Training Center in Colorado Springs. Colorado for approximately six
years. He was a bronze medalist in the 2008 World Championships where the 15 Greco team finished in third place.
Then in the 2007 Wiordd Championships, Lindsey took fifth place, which scored valuable team points that conirbuted
o our one point victory ower Russia to win the 2007 world team fithe.

As national coach | want to say how proud | am of Lindsey. He was a huge part of our histonic world championship
teamn wictory in 2007 and a key player in our LS Greco-Rloman success over the years.

Lindsey was a true wamior and a great member of our US Greco-Roman wrestling squad. He was also a dear fiend
to all of his teammates and coaches. He will be greatly missed.

At this point we hawe very few detalls regarding Lindsey's tragic death or how his family plans to honor his life. As we
get more nformation we will share it

CORALVILLE, lowa — The University of lowa announced Saturday it will display a bronze statue of former lowa
wrestling coach Dian Gable outside the main enrance to Carver-Hawkeye Arena. The announcement was made by
Uniwersity of lowa Director of Athletics Gary Barta at the "Gable's Gold™ celebration.

The sesen-foot statue is being sculpted by Larry Nowian — the same artist commissioned by the Ul to create the Nile
Kmnnick statue in the Krause Familly Plaza, the bronze Mile Kinnick display located in Kinnick Stadium’s south
concourse, and the butterfly stroke bronze relief inside the Campus Recreation and Wellness Center.

The sculpture will have the same lock — finish/color - as the Nile Kinnick statue and will reflect an iconic image of
Gable coaching the Hawkeyes. It is expected to be in place when Carver-Hawkeye Arena hosts the 2012 USA
Wrestiing Ofympic Trials on Apr 21-22, 20122

“Coach Gable stands in a class on his own in terms of the contributions he's made to the University of lowa and the
sport of wrestling,” said Barta. “Fifteen NCAA Championships and 21 Big Ten tiles in 21 years is a remarkable feat.
bast his progressive conimbutions go well beyond the members. He produced the sport's greatest wrestling
environment nside Canver-Hawkeye Arena; and we believe this statue is a fiting and well deserved tribute that
honors his legacy.”

As the University of lowa's all-ime winningest wresting coach, Gable compiled a career record of 355-21-5 from
1876-1807. He coached 152 All-Amenicans, 108 Big Ten Champions, 45 national champions, and 10 Olympians —
including four gold, one siver and three bronze medalists.

Dunnghshenure the Hawheyes averaged more than 17 wins and just one loss per season and posted a 85-1 record
in Carver-Hawkeye Arena.

Gable retired as lowa's head wrestling coach in 1897, He later held the position of Assistant to the Athletic Director
before retiring from that post Dec. 31, 2010. The Hawkeyes won 25 consecutive Big Ten championships from 1073-
18688, 21 while Gable was a head coach and four while he was an assistant coach and administrator.

STILLWATER., Olda. — Dennis Hall won a World tile and an Olyrmpic sibeer medal during his memorable career on the
wrestling mat.

Baut Hall may be best known for what many wrestling obsereers call the best Greco-Roman match they have ever

SEan.

That bout was the epic batie between Hall and Olympic siver medalist Brandon Paulson in the 2004 U5, Olympic
Trials at the RCA Dome in Indianapolis.

The best-of-3 finals series at 55 kg121 Ibs. was deadlocked at one maich apiece. Hall won the first match of the
senes and Paulson took the second.

Followsng the second maich, Hall had a problem.

| messed up my neck and | couldn't tum it,” Hall said Wednesday night on the eve of his nduction into the National
Wrestling Hall of Fame. °| immediately went up into the stands where my wife was sitting. My brother-in-law was up
there. He was a chiropracior and | asked him fo crack my neck because | couldn’t mowe it | got adjusted and luckily |
was able to mowe it for the thind match.”

Hall came back and ouliasted Paulson in a thnling, marathon battle that lasted a whopping 16 minutes, 54 seconds.

“It was an all-out war,” Hall said. "There was. so much intensity with both guys attacking. We were both trying to score
and not playing it safe. | remember celebrafing after | won and then looking over and seeing Brandon on his knees. |
went ower to him and said. We gave the crowd what they wanted to see. | love you and F'm somy. | felt it was my best
chance to win Olympic gold at this weight You'we got nothing to be ashamed of.™

The crowd of 5,000 fans awarded both wrestlers with a standing ovation. That miatch epitomized the legendary caneer
of Hall. one of the toughest and most relentless wrestlers in American history.

“That was an unbelievable wresiing expenence, o waich those two guys battle,” LS. Assistant Nabonal Coach
Momir Petkowc said. “Tve been in the sport fior 50 years and that's one of the momenis | will never forget That was
such an intense match bebween two great compefitors who wanted to make the team so badly. It was beautiful, just
beautiful to be able to witness that match.”

A few days after the maich, Hall called Paulson and asked him to be his training partner for the Olymipics.

“l diid it out of respect,” he said. “The guy's a warmior and he knows how o win. |t was great. | really appreciated him
taking ime away from his family to train with me. | know hard that is, especially when you are not competing ™

Hall followed two clder brothers into the sport in his native Wisconsin.

“When my brothers first became interested in wrestling my mom thought it was fake becawse of what she saw on TV."
Hall said with a laugh. “She was like. "You ain't doing that " Then finally she allowed my two older brothers to wrestle "

Hall started competing in wresting when he was just 5 years old. He started out wrestling clder competiors in the
first- and second-grade division.

This program is now
being launched in many oher cties.

Considered among the nation’s top freestyle coaches, Bomet is a three-me winner of the Terry MeCann Award as
the USA Wrestling Freestyle Coach of the Year (2008, 'DB, "10) and serves on LI5A Wirestiing's Executive Coaches
Councd. He was a member of the coaching staff for three U5, World Championship Teams (2008, ‘00, "10) as well as
thie 2008 Olympic Team and 2010 Word Cup Team. Among his most decorated post-collegiate wrestlers are 2008
Olyrmipian Andy Hrovat (84 kg). 2002 World silver medalist Jake Herbert (34kg) and 2006 Workd bronze medalist
Donny Pritzdaff (T4kg).

As a Wolverine student-athlete {1201-84), Bormet was a two-time NCAA All-American at 158 pounds, placing second
as a senior (1984) and thind as a pmior (1993). He captured back-to-back Big Ten 158-pound tiles (1883, "84) and
won the presfigious Midlands at 158 pounds in 1893, Bormet posted a 125-21 career record, ranking 13th among
Michigan's all-ime winningest wrestlers, and accumulated 44 career falls to list fourth on the program’s all-time pins.

Roberts was a member of the International Wrestling Institute and Museum board when it opened in 1998 in Mewton,
lowa. He confinued to serve on the board when the museum moved to Waterdoo, lowa, in 2007 and became the Dan
Gable Intemational Wrestiing Institute and Museum.

Roberts joined the Mational Wrestling Hall of Fame Board of Governors in 2008 when the Dan Gable Musewm
merged with the Mational Wrestling Hall of Fame & Musewm in Stllwater, Okla.

"It was our belief and commitment to the Dan Gable Musewn that brought our fiendship together.” said Bob Buckley,
a member of the Mabonal Wresting Hall of Fame executive committee from Waterlon. “Mot only will his commitment
to wrestling be missed but | will really miss his sense of humor. | grew to appreciate his friendship.”

After 35 years, Dave Icenhower to retire as TCNJ head
coach

After 35 seasons of guiding one of the most successful wresiing programs in the history of the sport. The College of
New Jersey's David “lce” lcenhower is retiring.

lcenhower made the announcement official during the annual Lions' Wrestling Camp where he was surmounded by
the current team as well as a number of alurmni, who coach throughout the state and bring their high school teams o
thie camip run by their mentor.

'Iha'uednajﬁbeiwedng.niadmsmdmrgmtddmeﬂvﬁsmmmreaﬂbnngsmmhhﬂdm
TCMJs wrestling program,” lcenhower said. "My family. TCHJ. and wrestling are the three domnant forces in my kfe.
| have been blessed as all three have been great to me. The young men who have wrestled for me have made it a
memaorable journey. | ook forward to watching the Lions” wrestling teamn roar in the future ™

Icenhower took ower the program in the 1878-77 season and guided the Lions to unprecedented heights. He left his
mark both on the Ewing campars and at the naional level as he is only one of four coaches at any NCAA level fo
surpass S00 wins. lcenhower finished his career with a tremendours 535-80-4 dual-meet record and ranks second in
career wins at the Division Il level. He frails only Jare Klein from Olivet College (568), while Oregon State’s Dale
Thomas is the all-ime leader with 618 victories. lcenhower does hold an impressive edge over those in the S00-win
club leading the way in winning percentage at BE.7 percent.

He joined that exchrsive diub by keeping the Lions ranked among the naion’s elite year-after-year. lcenhower

boasted six undefeated seasons and reached the 20-win plateau three times, including a school record 21 wins in

2003-04. He won five national championships, inchuding the College’s first in any sport in 1978, The other titles came
in 1831, 1984, 1985, and 1287 and he led the Lions to top-five finishes on 20 occasions.

One of the more magical nights of his career came on Movernber 7. 2008 when he not only gained his 500th career
win, but helped the program record its 800th victory. Following the win, he was joined at center mat by several
hamdred alurmni and former Lion coaches Mike Curry and Dick Wiliams.

“lce” has served the college with the wimost pride. integrity and professionalism during the past 35 years. He was the
ﬁmngfwnemﬁmuiumdleachgmrmeﬂimgpmgantonﬂundplmlmnce noited TCMJ Director of Athletics.
and Recreation John Castaldo. “Year in and year out his teams ranked among the nation’s elite and his outstanding
record speaks for itself. He is surely well respected by his colleagues at TCML., in the community, in the state, and on
thie national scene. We wish him all the best in his reirement years.”

Dwring leenhower's cameer, he was named the Division Il Coach-of-the-Year in 1978 and 1287 and has produced
128 All-Amencans, including 20 Davision |1l individual champions and one Division | Btlist. His wrestlers also shined n
the dassroom as 27 were cited as MWCA Scholar-Athlete honorees since 1887,

Under lcenhower, the Lions won 28 Mefropolitan Confierence championships, including 14 in a row from 1884 unil
18028. He was named the MET Coach of the Year 14 fimes, with the most recent coming in 2007 .

In 1862, lcenhower became the only Division Il coach to serve as a head coach in the prestigious East-West AB-5tar
Meet. The honor repeated itself in 1807 when he was once again tapped to serve as a coach for the All-Star Meet,
becoming the first Division Il coach to serve twice on the staff of the East-West Al-Star Meet. At the 1999 NCAA
Championships, lcenhower was inducted into the WWCA Division 11l Hall of Fame and joined an fite dub of just fouwr
coaches in all divisions that hawe coached owver 100 MCAA Al-Amernicans.

lcenhower's teams also won 10 New Jersey Athletic Conference chamipionships outright and tied for another, posting
a 58-5 league mark dunng that 14-year period (1230-83). In 1988, TCN. also won the inaugural MJAC postseason
tournament.

A 1871 graduate of Lehigh University and a product of the school's wrestling program, lcenhower was a captain on
the team that finished seventh at the NCAA Tournament. He was twice a member of the NCAA Wresting
Committee and has chaired its Division Il subcommitiee. |cenhower also served two terms on the Mational Wrestling
Coaches Associaion Board of Directors. In 1886, he served as tournament director for the NCAA Division 11l
Champicnships, which was hosted by TCM.

The College has started the process of naming lcenhower’s successor. His retirement is effective as of Septermber 1.
